In pursuance of the powers vested vide section 461 of the Maharashtra Municipal
Corporations Act, the Government of Maharashtra hereby confirms with suitable
modifications “The Aurangabad Municipal Corporation Water Supply and Charges Byelaws
— 2011” prepared by Commissioner, Aurangabad Municipal Corporation under section 458,
subsection (2) of the said Act and the same having been previously published as required by
section 460 of the said Act, are now published in the Maharashtra Government Gazette,

under section 462 of the said Act.

Hence forth, the byelaws shall be called as “The Aurangabad Municipal Corporation
Water Supply and Charges Byelaws - 2011~

BYELAWS

1. SHORT TITLE, EXTENT AND COMMENCEMENT-

1.1 These bye’laws shall be called “The Aurangabad Municipal Corporation water
supply & Charges byelaws 2011”.

1.2 These bye’laws shall apply to water supply activity and allied works in area under
jurisdiction of Aurangabad Municipal Corporation and shall also apply to grant or
refuse water supply to enroute consumers.

1.3 These bye’laws shall come into force with effect from 6™ February, 2014. And if
there is a conflict between the requirements of these bye’laws and requirements of
any other existing bye’laws, rules and regulations in force. The provisions of these
bye’laws shall prevail. _

2.  Definitions: In these byelaws unless there be something repugnant in the subject or the
context otherwise requires the definitions given as below shall have meaning
indicated against each of them.

Words and expressions not defined in these bye’laws shall have name and meaning or
sense as in The Maharashtra Municipal Corporations Act

2.1 “Act”: Means The Maharashtra Municipal Corporations Act amended from time to
time.
2.2 “Approved”:  Means approved by authority having jurisdiction.

2.3 “Authority” : Means the authority which has been created by a statute and which for
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the purpose of administrating the bye’laws, may authorize a committee or an official
to act on its behalf.

2.4 “Authorized officer ”: Means any officer authorized by authority / Municipal
Commissioner for the purpose of enforcement of these bye’laws.

2.5 “Appendix”: Means Appendices appended to these bye’laws.

2.6  “Billing Cycle” : Means either monthly / bi — monthly / quarterly / half yearly / yearly
period of supply / consumption of water for which bill is decided by Authority /
Commissioner.

2.7  “Commissioner”’: Means the Municipal Commissioner for the Aurangabad Municipal
Corporation and shall include Executive Engineer, Water Works and any other duly
authorized Officer or Officers as may be authorized for the purposes of these
byelaws by the Municipal Commissioner.

2.8  “Corporation”: Means the Aurangabad Municipal Corporation.

29  “Consumer”: Means the person using the water from any Water Works of the
Corporation or any person or persons otherwise liable to corporation under provision
of the said Act and these bye’laws for water rate and water charges and shall include
govt., quasi govt. corporate body, public or private institution ,firm or establishment
making use of such water.

2.10 “Communication pipe”: Means that part of service pipe which vests in the water
undertakes. It starts at the Corporation’s water main and terminate at a point which
differs according to the circumstances of the case.

2.11 “ Consumer’s pipe”: Means the portion of service pipe used for supply of water and
which is not the property of Authority.

2.12 “Corporation Stop cock”: Means the stop cock which controls the supply of water from
a Corporation water main. '

2.13 “Cross -Connection ”: Means a connection between two normally independent pipe
lines which permits flow from either into the other.

2.14 “Distribution pipe” means the consumer pipe which is not subject to water pressure
from the Corporation Mains

2.15 “Diameter ”: Means the nominal internal diameter of pipes and fittings.

2.16 “ Enroute Consumers”: Means the consumers viz. Grampanchyat, Industries,
Institution etc. situated along Jayakwadi to Aurangabad having their point of tapping
from main pipe line and getting raw/treated water in the form of Bulk / Retail. It also
includes consumers like Railway, M.E.S., Cantonment Board.

A. Raw water consumer — Consumers from Jaikwadi head works to Pharola WTP,
getting raw water from Municipal main.

B. Bulk / Retail Consumer — Consumeis from Pharola WTP up to Nakshatrawadi
MBR getting treated /potable water from Municipal main.

C. Enroute Consumers within City area —Consumers from Nakshatrawadi MBR
onwords which includes MES, Cantonment Board, Railway Station, MTDC &
Govt. Engineering College etc. '

“Fittings”: Means coupling; flange, branch, bend, tees, elbows, unions, stop ferrule,
stop tap, bib tap, piller tap, ball valve, meter, hydrant, valve and any other article used
for the purpose of conveying or storing water supplied by Corporation.

“Licensed Plumber’’: Means a person issued with a license as per the provisions.

“Meter” means measuring device for recording supply /consumptioﬁ of water, fitted
with all its appliances and meter chamber and shall include the protection box or any
other Device to protect the meter.

“Owner”: Means the owner as defined in the Act,
“Occupier”: Means the occupier as defined in the Act,

“Plumbing” : The pipes, fixtures and other appurtenances inside the premises for
bringing in the water supply and removing the liquid and water borne wastes; and the
installation of the foregoing pipes, fixtures and other apparatus.

“Plumbing system”: The plumbing system shall include the water supply and
distribution pipes; plumbing fittings and traps; soil, waste, vent pipe and anti-
siphonage pipes; building drains and building sewers including their respective
connections, devices and appurtenances within the property lines of the premises, and
water- treating or water-using equipment.

‘“Potable Water ’: Means water which is satisfactory for drinking and meets the
requirements of the Authority.

“Premises”: Means and shall includes passages, buildings and lands of any nature
whether opened or closed, built on or not, public or private in respect of which a
water rate or charge is payable to the Authority or for which an application is made
for supply of water.

“Quarter” means the periods from 1*' April ending on 30™ June, 1* July ending on
30™ September, 1% October ending on 31* December and 1*'-January ending on 31*
March of each calendar year .

“Section”: Means the section of the said Act.
“Stop cock”: Means a cock fitted in a pipe line for controlling the flow of water.
“Schedule”: Means schedule appended to the Act.

“Supply pipe” means the pipe which extends from the Corporzition Stop cock up to
the ball cock of the storage tank, if any and consumer pipe subject to water pressure
from Corporation Main.

“Sanctioning Authority”: Means the Municipal Commissioner or any Officer of the
Municipal Corporation to whom the powers will be delegated by Municipal
Commissioner / Authority on this behalf.
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“Water Service”: means the supply of water by the corporation by means of pipes to
any premises within the area of the Corporation.

“Water Works”: Means water works for public water supply include a lake, river ,
spring, well, pump with or without motor and accessories, reservoir, tank, duct
whether covered or opened water main pipe, distribution system, engine and any
machinery, land, building or a thing used for storage, treatment and supply of water.

Interpretation:-

In these bye’laws, the use of present tense includes the future tense, the masculine
gender includes feminine and the neutral, singular No. includes the plural and plural
includes singular. The word person includes corporation or any individual or
company or firm etc. Writing includes typing or printing and signature includes
thumb impression made by a person who cannot write if his name is written near to it.

Water Supply Connection / disconnection, etc. permit required

No person shall carryout any water supply new connection, disconnection,
reconnection, additional connection, transfer of connection, altering size of
connection, replacement of meter or any extension or alteration in existing water
supply to be done without obtaining a separate permit (permission) from the
Authority.

Authority may refuse to grant a connection in respect of any premises if he is satisfied
that the arrangement for draining waste water from such premises are inadequate or
that the supply of water through communication pipes is likely to cause such premises
to be in an insanitary condition or to create a nuisance, unless such measures as it
may direct are carried out for disposing of the waste water or for preventing the
creation of insanitary condition or a nuisance.

Procedure for obtaining permit (as required by rule 4.) Water Supply
Connection :

Application for Obtaining Supply Connection:-

Every consumer, requiring a new supply of water or any extension or alteration to the
existing supply shall apply in writing in the prescribed form to the Authority (See
Appendix ). This includes reconnection, transfer of connection, additional connection,
replacement of meter, mutation entry of consumers. Such application shall be
accompanied by plans, statements in the prescribed format.

Owner / Occupier Title.

Every application as per rules 5 shall be accompanied by the documents as listed
below.

i. Attested copy of property tax receipt paid up to the current financial year.
ii. Latest property register card or any other document acceptable to the Authority.

iii. The site plans and connection layout. It shall show clearly the location of
tapping and location of water meter.

No connection with any Municipal water works shall be made or renewed until the
certificate in regard to sub rule 4.2 and 5.7 has been given by Municipal officer
appointed by the Authority.

The Authority may grant or refuse water connection on receiving written application
in its prescribed form duly signed by the licensed plumber and the consumer or with
the written assent of the owner of the premises specifying the purpose for which
water supply is required and the quantity likely to be consumed with its justification.

In every case where a new connection with a Municipal water is made or an existing
connection is renewed, all necessary communication pipes and fitting thereon shall be
supplied by the Commissioner, and the work of laying and applying such
communication pipes and fittings shall be executed by municipal agency under the
Commissioner’s orders, but the cost of making or renewing such connection and of
all communication pipes and fittings so supplied and of all work so executed shall be
paid by the person on whose application or for whose premises the connection is
made or renewed.

Every such new connection or renewed connection with its communication pipes and
fittings shall thereafter vest in the Corporation and be maintained at the charge of the
Municipal fund as a Municipal water works.

All supply and distributing pipes and cisterns and fittings not vesting in the
Corporation as aforesaid shall be laid and applied under the supervision and to the
satisfaction of a municipal officer appointed by the Commissioner in that behalf, who
shall give and sign a certificate, free of charge, when such supply and distributing
pipes, cisterns and all necessary fittings, have been laid, applied and executed in a
satisfactory manner and when proper and sufficient arrangement have been made for
draining off waste water.

All supply pipes shall be laid in the ground not less than 2 feet below the surface in
such a manner as to avoid damage to the pipe or fittings or waste or contamination of
water. All supply pipes laid inside the building shall be accessible and not embedded
in the plaster or brick work of any wall.

No supply/ communication /distribution pipe shall be allowed to be laid under / on
the ground within a distance of 1.5 m. from any low / medium voltage electric
service line.

The consumer shall not fix the taps in a courtyard or outside the premises, no water
supplied shall be used by providing taps in a courtyard or outside to be used by the
public without special permission in writing from the Commissioner nor shall any
taps be fixed in a close proximity of latrines, open drains or places where injurious
gases are likely to be produced.

Bulk Supply:-

Subject to the provisions as per rule 5.18 of these bye’laws in the case of large
housing colonies or where new services are so situated that it will be necessary for the
Authority to lay new mains or extend an existing main, full information about the
proposed housing scheme shall be furnished to the Authority; information shall also
be given regarding their phased requirements of water supply with full justification.
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Such information shall include site plans, showing the layout of roads, footpaths,
building and boundaries and indicating thereon the finished line and level of the roads
or footpaths and water supply lines and appurtenances.

5.11 Completion Certificate:-

On completion of the plumbing work for the water supply system, the licensed
plumber shall give a completion certificate in the prescribed form (see Appendix ‘D’)
to the Authority for getting the water connection from the mains.

5.12 Temporary connection :-

The Authority may supply water for the purpose of construction and the consumer
may apply for the same as per the provisions of these bye’laws. The maximum
permissible period will not be more than one year.

Provided the water charges shall be according to the rates prescribed in
Appendix “A” and consumer shall pay water consumption security deposit in
advance.

5.13 A temporary water supply connection on meter may be given to a consumer for a
period not exceeding one month.

Provided the application for the same shall be made according to these
bye’laws and shall pay water consumption security deposit in advance and shall be
charged as per the rates prescribed in Appendix “A” for relevant category.

5.14 Scrutiny Application:-

The application should be accompanied by attested copy of receipt of payment
of permit application fee and scrutiny fee as given below.

Application Fee

Diameter of Residential Commercial
Connection
Up to 1V2” Rs. 100/- Rs. 200/-
Above 1v2” Rs. 200/- Rs. 400/-

Scrutiny Fee :- Scrutiny fee shall be taken as three months water charges, or 10 times
application fee whichever is higher.

It shall be mandatory for the Authority to dispose the application of permit by
communicating either sanction or refusal within 45 days from the date of receipt of
application provided nothing shall be construed to authorize any person in case such
communication is not made.

5.15 Appeals:-

Any applicant aggrieved by an order of refusing the permit or not disposing the
application within 45 days he may prefer an appeal to Municipal Commissioner
within 30 days from the receipt of such order.
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5.16 Revocation of Permit:-

Authority may revoke any permit issued under the provision of these bye’laws if the
Authority is satisfied that such permission was granted in consequence of any
material misrepresentation or fraudulent statement contained in the application given
or information furnished under these bye’laws or of further information , if any,
furnish, he may cancel such permission, and any work done there under shall be
deemed to have been done without his permission.

Bulk Supply to Mega scheme:-

In the case of mega housing scheme or colonies or multi apartments with group
hosing or where new services are so situated that it will be necessary for the
developer, builder, any person to lay new water mains or extend the existing water
mains or to lay new water supply network full information about the proposed
scheme shall be furnished to the Authority which shall include.

Permitted plans issued by town planning department of AMC showing the layout of
roads, buildings and layout & network of water mains with all appurtenances, ground
or elevated reservoir (if any proposed ).

The designs for reservoir if any approved by competent Engineering Authority. e.g.
Govt. College of Engineering.

Probable cost of the work i.e. E.S.R., G.S.R., Providing and Laying of water supply
pipes etc. estimated by Chartered Engineer. The details shall include bill of quantities,
specifications of material, justification of rates.

The Authority may grant the permissions to carry out the development work after
scrutiny or may advise rectification in regard to specifications and designs. The
Authority shall charge 5% of the estimated cost as scrutiny fee and 17.5% as
supervision charges.

The Authority may grant connection permission after completion of the work as
envisaged in above rule provided the builder/ developer shall submit completion
certificate issued by the Authority with application for connection as per rule 5.

If the consumer not being owner of a house but occupier wants, water supply
Connection from the Corporation supply pipe, may apply for the same under
bye’laws rule 5 above provided that he will have to deposit water consumption
security deposit in addition to the prevailing connection charges as per rule 7.18:

Water Supply Use and Classification:-

Residential:

The Water supply provided to following category of consumers shall be classified as
residential.

The buildings primarily used as dwelling houses, for residential purpose.

Apartments, multi storied flats, buildings intended to be used for sleeping
accommodations for normal residential purpose with or without cooking or dining or
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both facilities which shall exclude dormitory and lodges available on rent
commercially.

iii. The buildings and lands solely used for the purposes, connected with the disposal of
dead.

iv. The buildings and lands or portions there of solely occupied and used for public
worship or for public charitable purpose.

The following buildings and lands or portions thereof shall not be deemed to be solely
occupied and used for public worship or for a public charitable purpose namely.

a. Buildings or lands or portions thereof in which any trade or business is carried on.

b. Buildings or lands or portions thereof in respect of which rent is derived whether
such rent is or is not applied solely to religious or charitable purposes

v. The buildings and lands vesting in the (Govt. & Municipal Corporation Aurangabad )
used solely for public purposes and not intended to be used for purposes of trade or
profit.

6.2. Commercial:-

The Water supply provided to category of consumers other than residential use
mentioned in rule 6.1 shall be classified as commercial. Which includes the lands and
buildings occupied and used as commercial establishment, institutional buildings,
assembly buildings, mercantile buildings, industrial buildings, Amusement parks and
fares, business buildings and lands etc.

7. Water Meters, Water Tariff and User Charges :-

It shall be incumbent upon every consumer availing Corporation water supply prior
to and after the date of sanction of these bye’ laws having water connection either on
meter or without meter shall fix water meter to his connection and shall keep meter
in normal and working condition.

7.1 Water meter:-

The Authority may give notice to any consumer of water supplied by the corporation
to fix a water meter to be provided by the authority on rent to his supply line within
the specified time mentioned in such notice.

7.2 The rent per month for the use of the meter provided by Commissioner shall be as
determined by the Commissioner, from time to time and the normal repairs and
maintenance of meters shall be at the cost of the Corporation provided the meter is
not damaged, tampered or seal broken.

7.3  The Consumer shall be responsible for safety of the water meter and also shall be
responsible for theft, damage by fire or accident or otherwise in which case another
meter will be substituted at consumer’s cost.

Before the water meter is fixed to the communication pipe it shall be tested and
sealed by the Executive Engineer, Water Works or any other officer / institution
authorized in this behalf.

On the failure to comply with the notice issued under rule 7.1, the water supply shall
be liable to be cut off on the expiry of the notice period.

The consumer shall provide un-hindered access to the meter reader or any authorized
representative for reading and inspecting the condition of the meter and to undertake
any maintenance or repair of the meter.

In case the meter is found damaged, tampered or seal broken, the same will be
replaced by Commissioner and the consumer will have to pay fresh meter cost at the
prevailing rates.

Meter shall be fixed within the premises of the consumer at safe and suitable place,
probably at 30 cms. distance from the plot boundary of the housing or building
structure.

Consumer shall take all precautionary measures at his own cost to fix a meter box for
safety of meter and shall be liable for any damage, sabotage or tampering caused to
the meter and for costs of repairs or replacement except those of normal wear and

tear.

Consumer shall keep the meter always in readable condition.

Prohibition of fraud in respect of meters.
i. No person shall fraudulently -
(a) alter the index to any meter or prevent any meter from duly registering the

Quantity of water supplied;

(b) Abstract or use water before it has been registered by a meter set up for the

Purpose of measuring the same.

ii. The existence of artificial means under the control of the consumer for causing any

such alteration, prevention, abstraction or use shall be evidence that the consumer
has fraudulently affected the same.

If on an examination the meter provided by the Commissioner is found to be out of
order and consequently not registering the consumption correctly, the average of
consumption during last twelve months period or entire of the lesser period when the
meter was working shall be the basis for calculating the average monthly
consumption for the bills to be issued till the meter is repaired or replaced by the
Commissioner.

In case the consumer applies that the meter is registering excessive reading due to
passage of air and the Executive Engineer, Water Works is satisfied that the
complaint is genuine, the ascertained overcharge, if any, found due on this account,

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from the date of application till the defect is removed shall be adjusted in the bills
due.

Notwithstanding anything contained in these byelaws if, on an examination, any
meter if found out of order and not registering the consumption correctly or meter is
under repair the consumption shall be computed on any one or more of the following
basis as may be decided by the Commissioner at his discretion or his authorized
officer.

@) On actual consumption recorded by the meter the same is found on test to
register up to 5 percent slow or fast.

(ii) On the highest registered consumption during last six months period or entire
of the lesser period when the meter was working.

(iii))  On the consumption of the corresponding period of the previous year.

(iv)  On discharging capacity of the connection having regard to its size, length,
hours of supply etc. but not exceeding twice the maximum monthly
consumption recorded during previous 24 months.

v) On such reliable data as may be considered reasonable.
For the purpose of these rules a meter shall be deemed to be out of order, if.

@ It is found on test to be registering either more than 5 percent fast or more
than 5 percent slow.

(I) It has failed while on water connection to register consumption of water
drawn through it .

(IlI) The total consumptions recorded by it is lower than the total of the
consumptions recorded by connected subsidiary meters by more than 5
percent.

(IV)  When there is obvious error in recording consumption recorded by the meter
having regard to consumption recorded under the past or subsequent readings
and other circumstances of the case.

If on an examination any meter is found to be damaged / tampered / seal broken or
not on site, consumption for period from last registered consumption of old meter till
the new meter is fixed shall be calculated, at the rate of five times of average of
consumption recorded during last twelve months period or entire of the lesser period
during which the meter was working.

In case of dispute regarding the correctness of water charges bills by meter
measurements, the consumer concerned will have to pay in advance deposit
equivalent to 50 percent of the disputed bill, failing which no dispute shall be
entertained under any circumstance.

In deserving cases, however, the Municipal Commissioner shall have the right to
reduce the amount of this deposit.

The consumer may request the Commissioner to test the meter if in his opinion, it
fails to register the consumption properly. The cost of testing shall be as decided by
the Commissioner from time to time and shall be borne by the consumer and
ascertained overcharge if any shall be adjusted in the water bills of the consumer for
the preceding billing cycle only. In case of an under charge, the consumer shall be

liable to pay the difference for the preceding billing cycle only. A marginal error of 5
per cent shall be ignored.

If the meter supplied by the Commissioner is in error, no testing fee shall be charged.

The consumer himself shall not in any case interfere with the meter or disconnect its
fitting.

The Executive Engineer, Water Works may remove any meter for the purpose of
testing the accuracy there of for examination of repairs in order to substitute another
at any time as he finds it necessary and also in case of discontinuation of the water

supply.
Water tariff and User Charges:-

All water supplied from the Corporation Water Works shall be charged per
Connection per month in the respective category according to the quantity consumed /
registered by the meter or otherwise as per approved yearly tariff of corporation
(Category wise/ Diameter wise) according to the rates prescribed in the Appendix
“A”

Water supplied to an authorized connection but having no meter fixed / faulty meter /
non working meter on water connection and illegal connection declared in the illegal
connection regularization drive implemented by Commissioner prior to sanction of
these revised bye-laws but having no meter fixed on water supply line shall be
charged for fixed yearly charges per month per connection according to the rates
prescribed in the Appendix “A” till the date the meter is installed on such connection.

Every consumer will have to sign an agreement in the prescribed form as per
Appendix “B” for supply of water on meter and will be bound by the terms and
conditions of the said agreement. Every consumer will have to keep a deposit as
security against the meter supplied to him according to the rates fixed by
Commissioner from time to time.

The deposit accepted for the meter supplied by Commissioner shall be returned at the
time of disconnection of water supply by consumer provided that the meter is in
working condition. If meter is found in damaged, tampered on unserviceable
condition the deposit shall be forfeited at the time of disconnection.

Every consumer availing Corporation water supply prior to and after the date of
sanction of this bye-laws having connection either on meter or without meter shall
have to keep a one year water tariff deposit as a ‘“Water consumption security
deposit” for payment of water consumption charges according to the rates prescribed
in Appendix “A” "

Payment of water charges shall be required to be made before the last date given for
payment on the bill annually, bi- annually, quarterly, bi-monthly or monthly as may
be decided by the Municipal Commissioner. The consumer who does not make
payment before such given due date will be liable to pay surcharge at the rate of 18%
per annum on the total charge payable on the date of making the payment calculated
on monthly basis. If the bill is not paid till the issue of next bill then the surcharge on
the above rates shall be included in the next bill as arrears.

It shall be incumbent on the owner or occupier of any premises to which a private
supply is furnished with a meter to keep a meter register /Card in a safe place and
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shall also readily available to record meter reading by authorized person or
verification as and when required.

Note:- Water tariff revised time to time due to increased user charges by Municipal Corporation or as
per Government Resolution, will form part of this bye’laws.

7.19 Register / Card of meter to be evidence:-

Where water is supplied by measurement the register of the meter or other instrument
for measuring water shall be prima fascia evidence of the quantity consumed.

8. Inspections:-

Commissioner, or his authorized representative may inspect premises in order to
examine meter, communication pipe, etc.

i. The Commissioner or his authorized representative may make an inspection of any
premises to which a private water supply is furnished by the Corporation, in order-

a. toremove, test, examine and replace any meter for measuring water;
b. to examine any supply or distribution pipe, cistern, lock or fitting; or
c. to see if there be any waste or misuse of water.

ii. The Commissioner may by written notice, require the owner or occupier of the
premises to remedy any defect which shall be found to exist in or to clean any such
meter or any such supply or distributing pipe, cistern, lock or fitting.

9. Power to cut off Private Water Supply:-

9.1 The Commissioner may cut off the connection between any Municipal water works
and any premises to which a private water supply is furnished by the Corporation to
turn off the water from such premises without any prior notice to owner / occupier,
consumers in any of the following cases namely.

i.  if any connection is made from municipal water works without permit directly into a
occupier premises (unauthorized connections ) with the object of getting water
without payment in whole or in part.

ii.  in default of payment of any installment of water tax / charge or of any sum due for
water or rent of meter or expenses of any work done under the virtue of the provision
of these bye’laws within one month after notice of demand for-such charge / tax or
sum has been duly served.

iii.  if the owner or occupier of the premises failed within the period prescribed in this
behalf in any notice given under rule no. 8 (ii) to comply with the terms of such
notice. :

iv.  If after receipt of written notice from the Commissioner requiring him to refrain so

doing, the owner or occupier of the premises continues.

a. To use the water, or to permit the same to use, in contravention of any
bye’law of any condition prescribed under these byelaws or under any
provision of the Act.

b. When payment for the water is made not by measurement to permit any
person not residing on premises in respect of which water tax is paid or
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payment for the water supplied is made according to the size of the connection
to carry away from such owner’s / occupier’s premises water derived from
the municipal water- work;

v.  If the owner or occupier of the premises willfully or negligently injures or damages
any meter, pipe, fittings, cistern or lock thereof in such premises

vi. If the premises are declared to be unfit for human habitation under the provision of
the Act.

vii. If any communication pipe or fittings have been laid, applied, added to or altered in
contravention of the provision of these bye’laws.

viii.  If excessive waste of water is taking place within any premises on account of damage
to water mains caused by accident or otherwise.

ix.  Without the previous permission of the Executive Engineer, water supply is permitted
to any person other than those residing in the premises or water is used in violation of
any of conditions on which water is supplied. '

Xx. In the case of refusal to allow Executive Engineer, or his subordinate authorized in
that behalf to enter on any land building for the purpose of inspecting the service
pipe fittings and other appliances or for making meter reading.

xi.  On being noticed fails to provide suitable arrangements to the satisfaction of the
Executive Engineer for the proper disposal of the waste water which otherwise is
likely to be unsanitary and injurious to the public health.

xii.  Work of any extension or alteration or repairs to supply pipes is carried out through
any person other than the licensed plumber.

xiii.  If any attempt is made to tamper to the meter and its fittings in any way.

xiv. If it is noticed that the communication/ supply pipe may be the cause of
contamination.

xv. If a booster pump or any other contrivance is connected directly to the
communication/ supply pipe then in such an event, the Executive Engineer or his
authorized representative in addition to disconnecting the water supply shall seize
such contrivance without notice and the consumer shall be prosecuted by the
Corporation. The seized material shall not be returned in any case.

10. Enroute Consumers (water supply to consumer outside supply area ):-
In addition to the provision of these bye’laws.

i. The Commissioner may supply raw water or potable water as the case may be to
villages and or customers adjacent to the project facility in accordance with the
provision of these bye’laws, provided supply of water to the places outside the
supply area shall be subject to availability of water.

il. The procedure for obtaining water supply connection permit shall be as laid in rule 5
of this bye’laws.

iii. Water user charges / supply charges and tariff of consumed water shall be as per
the prevailing rates notified by Maharashtra Jeevan Pradhikaran (M]P) time to
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time and the recovery for the same shall be carried out as per the Act and
agreement executed between consumer and Corporation.

11 Licensing / Registration of Plumbers:-

11.1  Execution of work:- The work is required to be carried out under the provisions of
this Bye’laws, shall be executed only by a licensed plumber under the control of the
Authority and shall be responsible to carry out all lawful directions given by the
Authority. No individual shall engage in the business of plumbing unless so licensed
under the provision of these bye’laws.

11.1.1 No individual, firm, partnership or corporation shall engage in the business of
installing, repairing or altering plumbing unless the plumbing work performed in the
course of such business is under the direct supervision of a licensed plumber.

11.2  The procedures for licensing, examination and certification:-

The standards and procedure for the qualification, examination and licensing of
plumbers and issuance of licenses to such persons who meet the qualifications thereof
and successfully pass the examination. The minimum standards for qualifications for
grant or licenses shall be as given in Appendix “E”.

11.3 Durations of licenses:- All licenses issued by the Authority shall be valid for a
period of two years and shall expire on the date indicated on the license, but may be
renewed, upon payment of fees prescribed by the Authority time to time for further
period of two years each, at a time. The expired license not renewed within
prescribed time of the expiry of the license may be renewed upon payment of the
penalty prescribed by the Authority time to time.

11.4 Revocation or Suspension of License:- The Authority may suspend or revoke any
license for non- compliance of the conditions under which the license has been given,
or breach of any regulations or bye-laws of the water supply undertaking. Before a
license may be suspended or revoked, the licensee shall be entitled to a hearing by a
duly authorized officer of the Authority. The licensee shall be given an opportunity to
present testimony, oral or written, and shall have the right to cross examination. A
person whose license has been revoked shall not be permitted to re- apply for a
license within two years from the date of revocation.

11.5 Use of Licensee’s Name by Another:- No person, who has obtained a plumber’s
license, shall allow his name to be used by another person either for the purpose of
obtaining permits, or for doing business or work under the license. Every person
licensed shall notify the Authority of the address of his place of business, and the
name under which such business is carried on, and shall give immediate notice to the
Authority of any change or either. All plumbers’ licenses shall be accompanied by a
passport size photograph of the licensee.

11.6 Listing of Licensed Plumbers:- The Authority shall exhibit from time to time the list
of licensed plumbers, or make it available for perusal of the public at any of its
Administrative offices. The Authority shall also notify cases of revocation or
suspension of licenses.

11.7 Security Deposits:- The Authority may prescribe security which shall be deposited
by the plumber for the performance of his obligation to the Authority.

Inspection:- The officer deputed by the Authority may inspect at any time without
notice any work done by licensed plumber or place of business.

Maintenance of Books of Accounts:- Every licensed plumber shall maintain the
books of account in the manner as may be laid down by the Authority and shall
produce the same with such other information if called upon to do so by the
Authority.

Payment of All Lawful Charges:- Every licensed plumber shall pay lawful
demands made by the Authority for:

Repairs to roads, drains, pipes, mains or any fittings or appliances connected
therewith or any other property whatsoever whether belonging to the Authority or
not;

Losses made to any person or property by or through neglect or for want of sufficient
care or precaution on the part of himself or his servants or workman; and

Fees for licenses for the time being in force for carrying out trades.

No work should be done without permission:- No licensed plumber shall make any
water connection or any addition or alteration in fittings and appliances to carry out
any other work in or with reference to public streets, pipes, sewers, drains without
obtaining sanction of the Authority.

Pipes and Fittings to be approved :- In execution of any work, the pipes, fittings,
appliances and material used shall conform to relevant Indian Standards or approved
by the Authority.

Authority Decision on Complaints:- All complaints received in respect of the
quality of work, materials used, delay in the execution thereof and the charges
claimed by the licensed plumbers from the owners or occupants of the premises at
whose instance such work has been carried out shall be disposed of by the Authority.

Presence of Licensed Plumber on Job During Execution:- Every licensed plumber
shall remain present on his job during execution. The licensed plumbers who connot
do so shall employ fitters trained in plumbing work to represent them on their jobs
during execution and shall exercise supervision over their work.

Obligations of Licensed Plumber:-

Every licensed plumber shall proceed with any work undertaken by him diligently
and in a proper workman like manner and shall not cause any delay in the execution
thereof without sufficient cause.

Every licensed plumber shall report to the Authority defect noticed by him in any
premises in connection with any water pipes, fittings or other appliances causing
waste of water or in connection with any drains, water closets, privies, urinals or any
fittings, appliances connection therewith rendering such drains privy or urinal
insufficient or otherwise objectionable for sanitary reasons.

Offences, Penalty and Compounding:-

Whoever willfully destroys or injures or without lawful Authority removes any
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fittings or appurtenance related to water supply shall on being convicted by the
competent courts be liable to pay fine not less than INR. 100/- and in case of a
continued breach the fine not less than INR. 50/~ for each day for the period during
which the breach continues after conviction of the first breach.

12.2 If any person obstruct or molest any person engaged or employed by the Authority or
any person with whom any such Authority has entered into a contract, in the

performance or execution by such person of his duty or of anything which he is
empowered or required to do under these bye’laws or act shall on being convicted by
the competent courts be liable to pay fine not less than INR.100/-.

In addition to the above fine any person committing breach of any bye’ laws
shall be liable for suitable action under the provisions of act.

12.3 A person not being a licensed plumber who does the pipe fittings work unauthorizedly
as well as the house owner or consumer or his agent who causes such work to be
done shall be liable for prosecution under the Corporation Act and shall be liable for a

fine not exceeding Rs.500.

12.4 Regularization :-

The Authority or any person authorized in this behalf may compound any offence
made punishable by or under these rules or act.

12.4.1 If any connection is made either from Corporation water main directly into a property
owner or occupier’s premises or between Corporation water main and the meter of an
authorized connection in a Consumer’s premises, with the object of getting water
without payment in whole or in part, then same shall be treated as illegal connection
and shall be disconnected with immediate effect. The owner or occupier will allowed
to get this connection regularized under voluntary disclosure scheme within three
months from the date of sanction of this byelaws by paying illegal connection
regularization charges according to the rates prescribed in Appendix “C” in addition
to the other charges required for new connection.

12.4.2 If any group housing and apartments having a group connection, any individual
illegal connection used for residential purpose is detected, then the same shall be
disconnected and can not be considered for regularization and the owner or occupier
of the premises where illegal connection is detected will have to pay illegal water
consumption charges according to the rates prescribed in Appendix “C”

If not paid then shall be recovered as per the provisions of Act & shall be liable for
prosecution.

12.4.3 If any illegal connection is detected after a period of three months from the date of
sanction of these byelaws, then the illegal connection will be disconnected with
immediate effect and owner or occupier of the premises who is an unauthorized
consumer shall be issued with a notice to regularize such unauthorized connection by
paying illegal connection regularization charges and illegal water consumption

If the illegal connection used for residential purpose is detected after a period of three
months from the date of sanction of these byelaws, then in any group housing and
apartments, then the illegal connection will be disconnected with immediate effect
and the owner or occupier of the premises who is an unauthorized consumer shall
have to pay disconnection charges and illegal water consumption charges according
to the rates prescribed in Appendix “C” from the date of sanction of this byelaws or
the date of charging of Corporation pipe line from which the connection is taken,
whichever is later till the date of its regularization with additional fine of Rs. S000 per
connection.

If not paid then shall be recovered as per the provisions of Act & shall be liable for
prosecution.

If any illegal connection detected by Corporation is not regularized within 30 days
from the date of notice served in this regard then such illegal connection shall be
disconnected with immediate effect and the consumer concerned shall be liable for
prosecution and payment of illegal water consumption charges according to the rates
prescribed in Appendix “C” from the date of sanction of this byelaw or the date of
charging of Corporation pipe line from which the connection is taken, whichever is
later till the date of its disconnection.

If not paid then shall be recovered as per the provisions of Act & shall be liable for
prosecution.

12.5 Restoration:-

The consumer may apply for restoration of water supply and rectification of the fault,
on payment of restoration charges according to the rates prescribed in Appendix “C”

Provided that the cost of rectification and restoration of water supply shall be born by
the consumer. .

The consumer may apply for restoration of water supply on payment of restoration
charges according to the rates prescribed in Appendix “C” if water supply is

Provided consumer comprise and make all due payments with fine if any.

The consumer may apply for restoration of water supply and rectification of the fault,
on payment of restoration charges according to the rates prescribed in Appendix “C”
if water supply is disconnected as per the provision of bye-laws Rule No. 9.1 xv,

Provided that the cost of restoration of water supply and fine (if any imposed ) shall
be paid by the consumer in advance.

GRANT OF PLUMBER'’S LICENSE
1 CONDITIONS FOR GRANT OF PLUMBER’S LICENSE

1.1 A person may be permitted to appear for an examination provided, he satisfies the
following conditions:

a. He is a citizen of India.
b. Heis at least 18 years of age.

c. Holds a certificate in Plumbing issued by I.T.I. or vocational institute or an
equivalent qualification as approved by the All India Council of Technical
Education, a certificate of plumbing or in sanitary engineering recognized by
the Institution of Engineers or by All India Council of Technical Education or
produces a certification to the effect that he has a minimum of 5 years
experience under a licensed plumber and that he has practiced plumbing under
the supervision of a licensed plumber.

1.2 The Authorities may grant a plumber’s license to an applicant without asking him appear

for an examination provided he is a Diploma Holder in Civil Engineering and
satisfies all the conditions except as laid down in 1.1 (c¢) or he possesses a plumber’s
license given by some other licensing authorities and which, in the opinion of the
Authorities, maintain adequate standards in the issue of certificate. The Authority
may consider exempting Diploma holder from appearing in the examination.

1.3 The examination may consist of one written paper and practical test. The candidate shall
be examined in accordance with the syllabus given in 2 A candidate, to qualify for the
award of a license, should obtain a minimum of 40 percent marks in the theoretical
and 50% in practical tests considered separately and aggregate should be minimum of
50% .

1.4  The Authorities, for the purpose of conducting the examinations for persons to
qualify for ’
plumber’s license, shall appoint a Committee of examiners consisting of Health
Officer, City Engineer and Executive Engineer, water works and a Registered
Plumber of high reputation.

1.5  The Committee of examiners shall make all necessary regulations for conducting the
examination of applicants. They shall also lay down the procedure and fix the time
for filing applications to obtain the permission for sitting in the examinations. The
time within which an applicant will be examined after his application has been filed
shall also be notified.

1.6 The Authorities may grant a license to a company or corporation engaged in the
_business of plumbing provided a person or persons connected with such companies or
corporations in responsible charge of such plumbing work is or are in possession of a
plumber’s license. It will, however, be the responsibility of the said person or persons
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holding the license to notify the Authorities when he severs his connections with the
said companies or corporations. The Authorities may in such event revoke the license
of the company or the corporation unless the company or the corporation can satisfy
the authorities by having on the staff another person or persons in responsible charge
of such plumbing work is or are in possession of a plumber’s license.
